1. Project Update – proposed planning framework changes from DSD and implications for the project.

 Jill Gardiner, Manager - Access, Planning and Pathways Disability Services has advised of some changes to the framework (not yet released), recommending the primary focus of the project be around self directed approaches.

Changes have been made based on the community and service provider consultations and the resulting recommendations to simplify the framework.

2. Revised Work Plan 

The revised work plan was circulated to steering group members before Christmas, however the above information has meant further alterations to the work plan will be required.

Discussion around objective two of the project – Investigate models for supporting individuals to direct their own planning process. This will now become the primary focus of the project.
Chris suggested and the group agreed, that four main documents are produced, using a practice based approach:

I. Annotated bibliography outlining resources & models for supporting people with a disability to direct their own supports.

II. Document outlining the experiences and needs of people with a disability in the N&WMR in directing their own supports

III. A document that outlines the learning and development requirements of facilitators/case managers/disability professionals in moving towards supporting individuals to direct their own supports, including a protocol for best practice and key principles in ensuring self-directed approaches in planning

IV. A report containing overall recommendations for both CMAG and DHS in order to progress practice and outcomes with respect to self-directed approaches for individuals with a disability
